There are 3 types of verb in Spanish: verbs that end in —ar, -er

or —ir.

To conjugate verbs in the past tense, there are 2 simple steps:

1. Chop the —ar / -er / -ir off the infinitive: hablar

2. Add on the correct ending depending on who the subject
(the person doing the verb) is, e.g. hablé = | talked.

-ar -er -ir
